  4.    County Councillor’s Report 
Cllr Awford 
· reported that following dispute with Highways, proposed closure of A40 at Huntley had been postponed
· complaint had been made to Highways regarding lack of advance signage relating to works and delays at Over – this was still being pursued to try to relieve congestion

· Glos NHS Trust has blamed GCC over lack of care facilities leading to bed blocking, and this being in part cause of crisis at GRH

  5.    District Councillor’s Report 
      Cllr Davies :
· commented that it was good to see some of the gutters being cleared ( there are others that still need work ) 

· reported that the local plan is making progress, and would be going public on 2 Feb; there would be no surprises for Highnam; NDP will take precedent!

· reported that we would be getting Council Tax Discount Grant of £737 ( 2014 £983 )
· GAPTC had issued a Parish Polls Consultation; the salient points were reported, which can only be beneficial to Highnam
· GAPTC has requested 2 nominations to attend a garden party at Buckingham Palace on 20 May 2015
· two requests for support had been received: Roses Theatre and Highnam Tae Kwon Do; all eligible councillors voted in favour of a grant of £250 to Highnam Tae Kwon Do – Clerk to write advising them
