4. County Councillor’s Report 

Cllr Awford reported that the County had lost the judicial review regarding the closure of 
libraries and would be reconsulting with a modified proposal.  He did not know whether it 
would save the mobile library service.  

The County was also reconsulting with the Environment Agency over flooding and the 
Severn estuary strategy.


The closure of the bridge on the A4109 had been put back by at least 2 years.

   Co-option to fill current vacancy

signed the declaration of acceptance of office and joined the Council for the remainder of 
the meeting.
