Minutes of a Meeting of the Highnam Parish Council held in The Old School on 
Tuesday 9th February 2010  at 7.30pm.

3. Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 12th January 2010

The minutes were received and signed by the Chairman as an accurate record.
4. County Councillor’s Report

Cllr Awford reported on the current programme of repairing potholes and asked that 
everyone monitored the standard of the repairs.  A reminder that they should be reported on 
08000 514514.  Cllr Keene was concerned that ditches should also be cleared and Council 
was reminded that Bob Nightingale at Tewkesbury BC should be contacted when there was 
a problem with drainage.
5. District Councillor’s Report

Both Cllrs Davies and Awford were involved in starting a ‘Highways start Listening’ 
campaign to put pressure on the Highways Agency to remove the hatchings on the A40.  
Council felt that the current queues result in ‘rat-running’ down Two Mile Lane and that a 
suitable solution would be to either increase the visibility splay at Linton Lodge or to put 
traffic lights so that the residents can exit safely.  The Clerk was asked to publicise in the 
Link, on the web-site and to contact neighbouring parish councils for support.
6. Clerk’s Report

It was noted that there had been a misunderstanding concerning parking in the new car park.  
It was hoped that support would be given to the church in priority of use for weddings, 
funerals, concerts, etc but that common sense and flexibility should be retained.  It was 
suggested that an ‘A’ board be placed at the entrance to the car park for these functions.  
Cllr Heenan said he would discuss this matter with Charlie Coats, Chairman of the Trust.

Co-option of new Member

The Clerk had received an application to be co-opted from Yan Watkins, who was 
attending the meeting.  All present supported his application and were pleased to welcome 
him to the Council.  He arranged to meet with the Clerk for induction.
