Concern had been raised about mis-use of the cycle path, the Clerk was asked to persevere 
with Council’s request to Gloucestershire Highways that there should be a barrier 
at the end 
of the tarmac.  She also agreed to find out if it would be possible to replace the speed camera 
that had been demolished in a recent accident and to report pot-holes at the end of 
Lassington Lane.

Both the bus clearway at Hill Crest and the part night time street lighting will be put into 
operation this month.
